And their
faces and their wings were stretched up-
ward; two wings of every one were joined,
and two covered their bodies; and every
one of them went straight forward; whi-
ther the impulse of the spirit was to go,
thither they went, and they turned not
when they went. And as for the likeness of
the living creatures, their appearance was
like that of burning coals of fire, and like
the appearance of lamps. This was the vi-
