Filled as he was with the spirit of all the 
just, Thou flooded him with the splendour 
of Thy light in a vision. In the intense radi-
ance of this vision his mind was freed of 
the bonds of the earth and he was able to 
discern how incomplete are all things here 
below: Because of this, through Christ our 
Lord, the entire monastic company in 
every part of the world sings out its joy, 
and the Virtues on high, with the Powers 
of the angelic choir, continuously praise 
Thy glory in song, evermore saying:  

DIVINI Sacramenti pasti deliciis, te 
Domine, benedictionum fons et or-
igo, supplices exoramus: ut per in-
tercessionem beatissimi Patris (nos-
tri) Benedicti, benedictionis tuae 
gratiam consequamur. Per Domi-
num. 

Having partaken in the delights of Thy 
Divine Sacrament, as suppliants we be-
seech Thy blessing, O Lord, Fount and 
Origin: that through the intercession of 
our most holy father, Benedict, we may 
obtain the grace of Thy blessing.
